To be considered, applications must be for extended school day or extended school year (summer programs must serve the same 
students for a minimum of 4 weeks, and a minimum of 45 hours instruction time) programs.  Programs must provide tutoring and/or 
enrichment opportunities for students that enhance student learning.  2012 BEF Kids Count Grants to fund summer 2012 programs  
and academic year 2012-2013 after-school programs.  Middle Schools are not eligible to apply for BEF Kids Count Grants, as they 
will be receiving funding through the BEF Middle School Extended Day program.

1. Please complete and submit all information requested by these application instructions.  
2. Applications must be typed and stapled in upper left corner with no binder.  Submit one original signature copy and nine 

(one-sided) photocopies to: BEF, via interschool mail or to the BEF office, 3800 SW Cedar Hills Blvd., Suite 168, Beaverton,  
OR 97005 AND e-mail a copy to info@beavertonEDfoundation.org.  If it is close to the deadline date, please hand-deliver to  
the School District Central Office front desk, or to the BEF office, to ensure that it is received on time. 

3. Please only include the name of your school and staff names on the first cover page.  DO NOT use the name of your school or  
staff names on the second cover page, or in the body of your application. 

4. Please do not include materials that must be returned.  We cannot accept supplemental materials, including DVD’s because  
they cannot be copied and mailed to readers. 

5. Applications must be received no later than 5:00pm on the published deadline.  Only applications submitted on the 2012 BEF 
Kids Count Grant application form will be accepted. 

6. To assist reviewers, define all acronyms used, and avoid educational jargon. 
7. Program should be in support of, or in addition to, existing curriculum. 
8. Grants are not available for books, computers or equipment except as essential to goals and objectives of the program. 
9. Budget MAY include compensation to pay teachers and staff consistent with District policy and contracts.  Consult the BSD 

Human Resources Department, Payroll Department and/or Grant Accountant to determine the salary pools.  BEF will 
compensate for student contact time only.  BEF will not compensate for planning time (can be listed as an in-kind contribution).

11. BEF Kids Count Grant recipients are required to report assessment/evaluation results to BEF, and to be available for at least one 
event to share project and results with others at the request of BEF.  BEF must receive reports within 45 days of the completion 
of the program. 

12. Programs must apply annually, and are limited to a maximum of three consecutive years funding. 
13. The application should contain completed cover pages (one with school name and contact information and one blind). 
14. All named applicants and a Principal/Supervisor must sign the application.  Please make sure that the signatures have not 

dropped down onto the “blind” cover page.
